How do you get to this Youth Hostel? 
From the north (Ambleside) direction the hostel is signposted to the 
right as you approach the village, immediately after a large double 
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bend with green metal railings and a field. This is opposite the 
Hawkshead turning. 
 
From all other directions leave the centre of the village on the 
Ambleside road; about 300m from the centre the hostel is signposted 
up the lane to the left (opposite the Hawkshead turning and 
immediately before green railings).
