Activities include the Sustainability Treasure Hunt, where everyday
objects take on a whole new significance, and calculating Ecological
Footprints.

Using ‘energy cards’ the children are introduced to the different types
of energy resources and their environmental impacts, and investigate
creative ways of generating and saving energy. They then produce
‘Energy Economy’ advertisements to help avoid a fuel crisis.
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The children explore why we throw so many things away that still
have a valuable use, ask whether this constitutes responsible action,
and suggest how many of the things which are thrown away every
day can be utilised. They can also create a fashion parade to
communicate their ideas, using waste and scrap.
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The children consider whether they can live on a litre of water per
day. They discuss the choices the group would make if water was
running out and develop the decision-making skills required to
manage a limited resource.
